1. *Why is there such a strong temptation for leaders to consider themselves "above the law"? 
We made the rules but we don’t have to follow them, we can slid around, over and under them
1. What would be difficult about being exiled from your homeland? 
You would be starting all over with no friends, family or job, perhaps not even know the language of the country.

1. What did God show Ezekiel at the east gate of the temple? (11:1) 
The 25 men including Jaazaniah son of Azzur and Pelatiah son of Benaiah, princes of the people
1. What did God tell Ezekiel about the leaders of Jerusalem? (11:2) 
These are the men who devise iniquity and give wicked counsel in this city
1. *What was the attitude of the twenty-five leaders of Jerusalem toward their plight and their future? (11:3) 
The time is not near to build houses, this city is the cauldron and we are the meat, they new they were in the wrong but did not seem to care
1. What did the Spirit command Ezekiel to do in relation to the twenty-five leaders? (11:4) 
Prophesy against them O SON OF MAN!
1. What was God’s accusation against the leaders of Jerusalem? (11:5-6) 
I know the things that have come into your mind, they had multiplied their slain and filled its streets with the slain (they had killed the ones who had been Jerusalem’s hope to rescued the city) Bible knowledge Commentary
1. *What did God predict would happen to the leaders of Jerusalem who felt they were safe? (11:7-10) 
They felt secure in the Pot of the city where they had killed the righteous, but they would be driven out and given to foreigners, the city would be smashed in the people dragged away. BKC
1. In what sense did the leaders of Israel fail to understand the nature of God? (11:11-12) 
They feared the sword and God would use it to kill them
1. What happened to one of the leaders even as Ezekiel was prophesying? (11:13) 
Pelatiah dead in front of him
1. What attitude did the people of Jerusalem hold toward Ezekiel and the other exiles? (11:15) 
That the exiles were far away from God since they no longer were in the land God had given them
1. What ray of hope did God offer to the exiles? (11:16) 
Even though they were scattered God would be a little sanctuary for them in the countries were they had gone
1. What did God promise about the future of the exiled Israelites? (11:17) 
That they would be brought back and the land would be theirs again
1. *What internal difference did Ezekiel foresee in the Jews who would return to the land? (11:18-20)
Their heart of stone would be removed and a heart of flesh would be given to them
1. How did God determine the punishment for those who insisted on idolatry? (11:21) 
They would be judged on their sins and only their sins
1. When the glory departed from Jerusalem, where did Ezekiel go? (11:22-25)
The spirit took him back to Babylonia and he told the exiles everything the Lord had shown him
Get It
1. Why would the leaders who were left in Jerusalem after many were exiled to Babylon assume that they were "safe"? 
The city was large and they thought undefeatable a “POT” of safety for them
1. *If the meat in the cooking pot represents a position of privilege, why did Jerusalem’s leaders view themselves in this way? 
The meat was the best part and the vegetables were lower
1. How do you explain Ezekiel’s reaction when God struck down one of the leaders before his eyes? 
He was afraid that no one would be left
1. What evidence do you see that many of the people of our world do not know that God is the Lord? 
Movies, Hollywood, Politicians, people with money act privileged 
1. Why would it not be effective for God to return the exiles to Jerusalem with their heart unchanged? 
It would end up just like before they had left
1. *What are the characteristics of a "heart of flesh" as opposed to a "heart of stone"? 
Hear of stone cannot change as the heart of flesh can
Apply It
1. *In what area of your life can you pray that God will soften your heart to His will and His ways? 
Get rid of the Jeff can do it, by myself, ideas in my head
1. In what area can you pray that your nation will acknowledge the lordship of God Almighty before He has to demonstrate it in a devastating way? 
For all the leaders to be brought closer to God and given a heart of flesh
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
