1. What was the first foreign nation against which Ezekiel was instructed to prophesy? (25:1-2) 
The Sons of Ammon.
1. What attitude did God hold against the people of Ammon? (25:3) 
When things went wrong, you scorned my places and peoples
1. To what group did Ezekiel prophesy that Ammon would fall victim? (25:4-5) 
The sons to the east
1. *How did Ezekiel describe the reaction of the Ammonites to the destruction of Jerusalem and the temple of God? (25:6) 
The enjoyed it, clapped their hands and stamped their feet with the scorn of their soul against the land of Isreal
1. *What point did God desire to make by the destruction of Ammon? (25:7) 
That he was the Lord
1. What blasphemy was uttered by Moab and Seir? (25:8) 
The house of Judah is like all the nations
1. Who was God’s instrument to punish Moab? (25:9-11) 
The sons of the east
1. What was the source of Edom’s guilt before God? (25:12) 
Because they had acted against the house of Judah, taking vengeance and incurred grievous guilt, and avenged themselves upon them
1. What people did God intend to use to express His vengeance against Edom? (25:14) 
Gods people Israel
1. How did God feel about the long-standing hostility of the Philistines against Judah? (25:15-17) 
He would destroy them with wrathful rebukes and they will know that I  am the Lord
1. *What bad news about Jerusalem did the people of Tyre assume to be good news for them? (26:1-2) 
The gateway is broken and has opened to me, I shall be filled, now that she is laid wase
1. What sorts of destruction did God decree for Tyre? (26:3-6) 
Many nations will be brought against her, they will destroy the walls and break down her towers, I will scrape her debris from her and make her a bare rock
1. What king is named as the final destroyer of Tyre? (26:7-11) 
Nebuchadnezzar King of Babylon
1. What specific components of the wealth of Tyre were slated for destruction? (26:12-13) 
Their riches, merchandise, walls, pleasure houses and throw it into the water, their songs and harps will be silent forever
1. How lasting was the judgment against Tyre? (26:14) 
You will be no more
1. What reaction of foreign princes would underline the extent of the destruction in Tyre? (26:15-18) 
They will step down from their thrones, remove their fine clothes, and clothe themselves with trembling, they will tremble every moment and be appalled at you, taking up a lamentation over you and say how strong you were and now you have passed
1. In what way was the end of the kingdom of Tyre going to be the worst of those described? (26:19-21) 
Their destruction would be total, never to be found again

1. *How did God defend His name and the distinctiveness of His people even as He punished Israel? 
He pronounced judgement against those who warred against them, in such a way as it could only be from the Lord
1. *Ultimately, which of the peoples of the earth are uniquely accountable to the Lord? 
The Israelites
1. Why are violent people more likely than peace-loving people to meet a violent end? 
You reap what you sow
1. How would you describe the ways in which God is expressing His wrath toward His enemies in modern society? 
Bad leadership, economic trouble, wars within
1. Why does it matter to God what conclusions unbelievers draw about His nature from His interactions with His people? 
Because he is righteous and holy
1. What do you think is God’s opinion of human arrogance? 
I think God despises it
1. Why do you suppose we can be "horrified" by extreme human misfortune, even if the sufferers deserve punishment? 
Perhaps we are afraid that could happen to us
1. What would be a godly reaction to the downfall of a wicked person? 
To care for those who that person left behind

1. *How can you ask God to prepare your heart for the next time you hear of the downfall of a fellow Christian? 
Ask for his wisdom for them
1. What can be your response if you feel that the name of God is being maligned? 
Speak up about what they are saying
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
