1. *With what riches and skills was Tyre generously endowed? (27:3-9) 
Beauty, borders are in the heart of the seas. Perfected your beauty, used fir from Senir, Cedar form Lebanon, oak from Bashan, ivory laid in to boxwood from Cyprus, sail from Egyptian clothe, with blue and purple colors, rowers from Sidon and Arvad, pilots from Tyre
1. From what countries did some of Tyre’s soldiers hail? (27:10-11) 
Persia, Lud, Put. Sons of Arvad and Tyre. Gammadim in towers
1. What were some of the exotic products that were traded through Tyre? (27:12-24) 
Silver, iron, bronze, lead, Horses, war horses and mules, ivory, honey, oil and balms, Tusks, ebony, gems embroider work, linen, coral, and rubies, much more
1. What disaster did Ezekiel predict would bring an end to Tyre? (27:25-36) 
The East wind has broken you in the heart of the seas.
1. To whom was Ezekiel instructed to speak God’s Word? (28:1-2) 
The leader of Tyre
