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The last time we taught, we saw the leaders of Israel completely reject the Messiah in Matthew 12!
Unfortunately, Israel has rejected the will of God for themselves two other times in the Past and will again in the future!
Num 14:1 So all the congregation lifted up their voices and cried, and the people wept that night. 2 And all the children of Israel complained against Moses and Aaron, and the whole congregation said to them, “If only we had died in the land of Egypt! Or if only we had died in this 

wilderness! 3 “Why has the LORD brought us to this land to fall by the sword, that our wives and children should become victims? Would it not be better for us to return to Egypt?” 4 So they said to one another, “Let us select a leader and return to Egypt.” 
Notice the exact unbelief in Jesus’ day:
John 11:48 “If we let Him alone like this, everyone will believe in Him, and the Romans will come and take away both our place and nation.” 49 And one of them, Caiaphas, being high priest that year, 

said to them, “You know nothing at all, 50 “nor do you consider that it is expedient for us that one man should die for the people, and not that the whole nation should perish.” 
Egypt = we and our children will perish!
Jesus’ day = the whole nation will perish!
Egypt= go back to Egypt to live when God told us to go!
Jesus’ day = kill Jesus so the Romans won’t kill us, even though God said to believe.

In each case, their unbelieving solution is their undoing!
Egypt= Trying to preserve their lives in unbelief caused their deaths.
Jesus’ day = Trying to preserve their lives by killing the Messiah ended in their death. 
The very thing they were trying to avoid happened because of UNBELIEF!! 
Note this:
Numbers 14:4 So they said to one another, “Let us select a leader and return to Egypt.” 

John 19:15 But they cried out, “Away with Him, away with Him! Crucify Him!” Pilate said to them, “Shall I crucify your King?” The chief priests answered, “We have no king but Caesar!” 
In Moses’ day the people chose Pharoah to lead them again and they all died in bondage!
In Jesus’ day the people chose the Gentiles to lead them, and they died again in bondage. 
In Moses day they wandered in the desert. 

In Jesus day they wandered in the nations of the world!
Meanwhile back to the first rejection: Numbers 14:22 “because all these men who have seen My glory and the signs which I did in Egypt and in the wilderness, and have put Me to the test now these ten times, and have not heeded My voice, 
23 “they certainly shall not see the land of which I swore to their fathers, nor shall any of those who rejected Me see it. 24 “But My servant Caleb, because he has a different spirit in him and has followed 

Me fully, I will bring into the land where he went, and his descendants shall inherit it. 32 ‘But as for you, your carcasses shall fall in this wilderness. 33 ‘And your sons shall be shepherds in the wilderness forty years, and bear the brunt of your infidelity, until your carcasses are consumed in the wilderness. 
The days of Manasseh and choosing wood and stone over God to protect them and his wicked son Amon. Even though judgment was suspended because of repentance and Josiah was good, still 

God’s wrath remained. 
2 Kings 25:25 Now before him there was no king like him, who turned to the LORD with all his heart, with all his soul, and with all his might, according to all the Law of Moses; nor after him did any arise like him. 
26 Nevertheless the LORD did not turn from the fierceness of His great wrath, with which His anger was aroused against Judah, because of all the provocations with which Manasseh had provoked Him.

27 And the LORD said, “I will also remove Judah from My sight, as I have removed Israel, and will cast off this city Jerusalem which I have chosen, and the house of which I said, ‘My name shall be there.’ ” 
And one more in the future by trusting in the antichrist to protect them!
Isa 28:18 Your covenant with death will be annulled, And your agreement with Sheol will not stand; When the overflowing scourge passes through, Then you will 

be trampled down by it. 
Daniel 9:27 Then he shall confirm a covenant with many for one week; But in the middle of the week He shall bring an end to sacrifice and offering. And on the wing of abominations shall be one who makes desolate, Even until the consummation, which is determined, Is poured out on the desolate.” 
The sentence that Jesus proclaimed  continues!

Mat 12:30 “He who is not with Me is against Me, and he who does not gather with Me scatters abroad. 31 “Therefore I say to you, every sin and blasphemy will be forgiven men, but the blasphemy against the Spirit will not be forgiven men. 
32 “Anyone who speaks a word against the Son of Man, it will be forgiven him; but whoever speaks against the Holy Spirit, it will not be forgiven him, either in this age or in the age to come. 

33 “Either make the tree good and its fruit good, or else make the tree bad and its fruit bad; for a tree is known by its fruit. 34 “Brood of vipers! How can you, being evil, speak good things? For out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaks. 
35 “A good man out of the good treasure of his heart brings forth good things, and an evil man out of the evil treasure brings forth evil things. 36 “But I say to you that for every idle word men may speak, 

they will give account of it in the day of judgment. 37 “For by your words you will be justified, and by your words you will be condemned.” 
We must pause for a moment, for it is vital to take note of what Jesus said: 
For out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaks.
What is in your heart will come out through your tongue! 
Anger = anger will come out in your voice and action to others

Resentment= resentment will come out by the bitterness in your speech.
Pride= it will come out in how you speak and look at others. And listen to counsel.
Envy= you will always speak derogatorily towards others, building yourself up by tearing them down.
Remember our struggle is with the world, (the system) the flesh (the sin nature that likes the system) and the devil! (the one who rules the system). 

Remember this?
Romans 7: 24 O wretched man that I am! Who will deliver me from this body of death? 25 I thank God–through Jesus Christ our Lord! So then, with the mind I myself serve the law of God, but with the flesh the law of sin. 
Back to the rejection….
It is vital to stay with the context of Mat 12, Jesus is speaking to the nation of Israel. 

“It is very important to understand the unpardonable sin in its exact context, because this is the only context in which this sin is found. Therefore, it must be interpreted accordingly. By definition, the unpardonable sin was the national rejection of the Messiahship of Yeshua by Israel on the grounds of demon possession while He was physically present on earth”.

12:39 But He answered and said to them, “An evil and adulterous generation seeks after a sign, and no sign will be given to it except the sign of the prophet Jonah. 
41 “The men of Nineveh will rise up in the judgment with this generation and condemn it, because they repented at the preaching of Jonah; and indeed a greater than Jonah is here. 
42 “The queen of the South will rise up in the judgment with this generation and condemn it,…

45 “Then he goes and takes with him seven other spirits more wicked than himself, and they enter and dwell there; and the last state of that man is worse than the first. So shall it also be with this wicked generation.” 
This generation now stands judged and the judgment is irreversible
There is now only one way to escape it:
 Acts 2:40 And with many other words he testified and exhorted them, saying, “Be saved from this perverse generation.” 

Romans 3:22 even the righteousness of God, through faith in Jesus Christ, to all and on all who believe. For there is no difference; 23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 24 being justified freely by His grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus,
