1. What strange sight was Ezekiel shown in a vision? (37:1-2)
The valley of dry bones 
1. What question did the Lord ask of Ezekiel, and how did he answer? (37:3) 
He said to me, "Son of man, can these bones live?" And I answered, "O Lord GOD, You know."
1. What did God promise to do with the dry bones? (37:4-6) 
Breath life back into them so that they know I am The Lord
1. What happened as Ezekiel began to prophesy to the bones, as God had commanded? (37:7-8) 
They began to reform and become bodies again
1. How did the restored bodies begin to breathe again? (37:9-10) 
Ezekiel was told to prophesy to the winds so that they would make the bones breath again,  and they came to life and stood up
1. What saying of the people had given rise to the image of "dry bones"? (37:11) 
Our bones have dried out and our hope has perished, we are completely cut off
1. *What did God explain to Ezekiel about the meaning of the vision of the valley of dry bones? (37:11-12) 
The dry bones represented their captivity and opening the graves and brining them into the land of Israel represented them getting their new lives
1. *What would God’s people know and receive when God acted in their behalf? (37:13-14) 
When He had opened their graves and brought them back from death, He would lead them back to their land and put His spirit in them and then give them life, be placed in their own land. Then they would know that I, the LORD have spoken and done it.
1. What visual demonstration did God tell Ezekiel to do with two sticks? (37:15-17) 
Show that he was going to mend Israel broken nation and make them one again
1. *What good news was contained in Ezekiel’s symbolic action with two sticks? (37:18-22) 
God was going to gather them from all the nations and bring back to their land. One nation, one kingdom, one king, and no longer be two nations divided
1. What sins would God cleanse in order to make Israel His people again? (37:23) 
They would no longer defile themselves with idols, detestable things or any transgressions, God would deliver them from all their dwelling places where then had sinned and cleanse them. Then they will be MY people and I will be their God
1. According to the prophecy, how was Israel’s relationship to God and God’s treatment of them going to change? (37:24-28) 
They will walk in My ordinances and keep My statutes and observe them I will make and everlasting covenant with and they will be in My Sanctuary, I will be their God and they will be My people
