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Once again, it is important to remember the change the unpardonable sin created.
Mat 13:34 All these things Jesus spoke to the multitude in parables; and without a parable He did not speak to them, 35 that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying: “I will open My mouth in parables; I will utter things kept secret from the foundation of the world.” 
Mark 4:33 And with many such parables He spoke the word to them as they were able to hear it. 34 But without a parable He did not speak to them. 

And when they were alone, He explained all things to His disciples. 
This has all happened before:
Ezek 12:1 Now the word of the LORD came to me, saying: 2 “Son of man, you dwell in the midst of a rebellious house, which has eyes to see but does not see, and ears to hear but does not hear; for they are a rebellious house. 3 “Therefore, son of man, prepare your belongings for captivity, and go into captivity by day in their sight. You shall go from your place into captivity to another place in their

sight. It may be that they will consider, though they are a rebellious house. 
This next Word looks harsh, but it is showing a reality! 
Mat 12:46 While He was still talking to the multitudes, behold, His mother and brothers stood outside, seeking to speak with Him. 47 Then one said to Him, “Look, Your mother and Your brothers are standing outside, seeking to speak with You.” 48 But He answered and said to the one who told Him, “Who is My mother and who are My brothers?”

49 And He stretched out His hand toward His disciples and said, “Here are My mother and My brothers! 50 “For whoever does the will of My Father in heaven is My brother and sister and mother.” 
Jesus is teaching that physical relationships now account for nothing! It is now only the spiritual!
Mat 3:9 “and do not think to say to yourselves, ‘We have Abraham as our father.’ For I say to you that God is able to raise up children to Abraham from these stones. 

Romans 2:28 For he is not a Jew who is one outwardly, nor is circumcision that which is outward in the flesh; 29 but he is a Jew who is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the Spirit, not in the letter; whose praise is not from men but from God. 
1 Cor 15:21 For since by man came death, by Man also came the resurrection of the dead. 22 For as in Adam ALL die, even so in Christ all shall be made alive. 

Romans 3:9 What then? Are we better than they? Not at all. For we have previously charged both Jews and Greeks that they are all under sin. 
John 8:24 “Therefore I said to you that you will die in your sins; for if you do not believe that I am He, you will die in your sins.” 
The last 4 parables:
Mat 13:44 “Again, the kingdom of heaven is like treasure hidden in a field, which a

man found and hid; and for joy over it he goes and sells all that he has and buys that field.                                                     Second one:
13:45 “Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a merchant seeking beautiful pearls, 46 “who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had and bought it. 
These show the value of the Kingdom far outshines anything here on earth! 
Philippians 3:7 But what things were gain to me, these I have counted loss for Christ. 

8 Yet indeed I also count all things loss for the excellence of the knowledge of Christ Jesus my Lord, for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and count them as rubbish, that I may gain Christ 
9 and be found in Him, not having my own righteousness, which is from the law, but that which is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which is from God by faith; 
Luke 18:29 So He said to them, “Assuredly, I say to you, there is no one who has left 

house or parents or brothers or wife or children, for the sake of the kingdom of God, 30 “who shall not receive many times more in this present time, and in the age to come eternal life.” 
Mat 19:30 “But many who are first will be last, and the last first. 
Two types of people at death:
1. Those who wish they had lived for things which endure.
2. Those who have lived for the things which endure!

Third parable… 
Mat 13:47 “Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a dragnet that was cast into the sea and gathered some of every kind, 48 “which, when it was full, they drew to shore; and they sat down and gathered the good into vessels, but threw the bad away. 
49 “So it will be at the end of the age. The angels will come forth, separate the wicked from among the just, 

Mat 13:50 “and cast them into the furnace of fire. There will be wailing and gnashing of teeth.” 51 Jesus said to them, “Have you understood all these things?” They said to Him, “Yes, Lord.” 
He will explain this more here:
2 Thess 1:6 since it is a righteous thing with God to repay with tribulation those who trouble you, 7 and to give you who are troubled rest with us when the Lord Jesus is revealed from heaven with His mighty angels, 8 in flaming fire taking vengeance on those who do not know

God, and on those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ. 9 These shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the presence of the Lord and from the glory of His power, 10 when He comes, in that Day, to be glorified in His saints and to be admired among all those who believe, because our testimony among you was believed. 
Fourth Parable: 
Mat 13:52 Then He said to them, “Therefore every scribe instructed concerning the kingdom of heaven is like a 


householder who brings out of his treasure things new and old.” 
The Kingdom of God will have familiar and new elements to it! 
Isaiah 9:6 For unto us a Child is born, Unto us a Son is given; And the government will be upon His shoulder. And His name will be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace. 7 Of the increase of His government and peace There will be no end, Upon the throne of David and over His kingdom, To order it and establish it with judgment

and justice From that time forward, even forever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will perform this. 
Col 1:26 the mystery which has been hidden from ages and from generations, but now has been revealed to His saints. 
Eph 3:20 Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that works in us, 21 to Him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus to all generations, forever and ever. Amen.
