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The key to understanding these parables is the teaching of…
Mat 13:10 And the disciples came and said to Him, “Why do You speak to them in parables?” 11 He answered and said to them, “Because it has been given to you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it has not been given. 
12 “For whoever has, to him more will be given, and he will have abundance; but whoever does not have, even what he has will be taken away from him. 13 “Therefore I speak to them in parables, 

because seeing they do not see, and hearing they do not hear, nor do they understand. 
These parables teach the increase or “the MORE” of the Mystery Kingdom.
1. Parable of the Sower’s good soil, produces more.
2. Parable of the wheat and Tares; wheat produces more of the good crop. Even though Tares are present. (will see more on this later)

3. Parable of the Mustered seed it will grow into a giant tree! 
4. Parable of the Leaven is that the Kingdom is like leaven that grows.
Mat 13:33 Another parable He spoke to them: “The kingdom of heaven is like leaven, which a woman took and hid in three measures of meal till it was all leavened.” 
It is the spreading purpose of the gospel! 
Acts 1:8 “But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; 

and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”
The wheat and tares' future, explained in detail by Jesus.
Mat 13:37 He answered and said to them: “He who sows the good seed is the Son of Man. 38 “The field is the world, the good seeds are the sons of the kingdom, but the tares are the sons of the wicked one. 39 “The enemy who sowed them is the devil, the harvest is the end of the age, and the 
reapers are the angels.

40 “Therefore as the tares are gathered and burned in the fire, so it will be at the end of this age. 41 “The Son of Man will send out His angels, and they will gather out of His kingdom all things that offend, and those who practice lawlessness, 
42 “and will cast them into the furnace of fire. There will be wailing and gnashing of teeth. 43 “Then the righteous will shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their Father. He who has ears to hear, let him hear! 

Okay, first note the Tares and who is responsible for it. 
Here Jesus says despite the tares and the wicked one who sows them, still the truth and power of the gospel remans unthwarted!
Mat 16:16 Simon Peter answered and said, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.” 17 Jesus answered and said to him, “Blessed are you, Simon Bar-Jonah, for flesh and blood has not revealed this to you, but My Father who is in heaven. 18 “And I also say to you that you are 

Peter, and on this rock I will build My church, and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it. 
Satan and his Tares cannot stop the Church!
Romans 11:25 For I do not desire, brethren, that you should be ignorant of this mystery, lest you should be wise in your own opinion, that blindness in part has happened to Israel until the fullness of the Gentiles has come in. 26 And so all Israel will be saved, as it is written: “The Deliverer will come out of Zion, 

And He will turn away ungodliness from Jacob;  27 For this is My covenant with them, When I take away their sins.” 
Next is another warning to all but specially to the religious leaders of Israel!
Luke 13:30 “And indeed there are last who will be first, and there are first who will be last.” 
The Jews think they are in by physical birth, but Jesus says ONLY the Righteous will enter. 

Jesus just got done saying this: 
Mat 13:41 “The Son of Man will send out His angels, and they will gather out of His kingdom all things that offend, and those who practice lawlessness, 
Luke 7:23 “And blessed is he who is not offended because of Me.” 
But note the leaders: 
Mat 15:12 Then His disciples came and said to Him, “Do You know that the Pharisees were offended when they heard this saying?”

13 But He answered and said, “Every plant which My heavenly Father has not planted will be uprooted. 14 “Let them alone. They are blind leaders of the blind. And if the blind leads the blind, both will fall into a ditch.” 
They are TARES!
Luke 13:22 And He went through the cities and villages, teaching, and journeying toward Jerusalem. 23 Then one said to Him, “Lord, are there few who are saved?” And He said to them, 24 “Strive to enter through the narrow gate, for many, I say to you, will seek to enter and will not be able.

13:25 “When once the Master of the house has risen up and shut the door, and you begin to stand outside and knock at the door, saying, ‘Lord, Lord, open for us,’ and He will answer and say to you, ‘I do not know you, where you are from,’ 
26 “then you will begin to say, ‘We ate and drank in Your presence, and You taught in our streets.’ 27 “But He will say, ‘I tell you I do not know you, where you are from. Depart from Me, all you workers of iniquity.’

28 “There will be weeping and gnashing of teeth, when you see Abraham and Isaac and Jacob and all the prophets in the kingdom of God, and yourselves thrust out. 29 “They will come from the east and the west, from the north and the south, and sit down in the kingdom of God. 30 “And indeed there are last who will be first, and there are first who will be last.” 
Mat 3:9 “and do not think to say to yourselves, ‘We have Abraham as our father.’

For I say to you that God is able to raise up children to Abraham from these stones. 
Remember:
Mat 13:41 “The Son of Man will send out His angels, and they will gather out of His kingdom all things that offend, and those who practice lawlessness, 
The ETERNAL DIFFERENCE! 
John 3:3 Jesus answered and said to him, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is 

born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.”
WHY? 
1 Cor 15:50 Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; nor does corruption inherit incorruption. 
So, being a Jew does not help with salvation? 
Romans 3:9 What then? Are we better than they? Not at all. For we have 

previously charged both Jews and Greeks that they are all under sin. 
So being a Jew and keeping the Law doesn’t work?
Galatians 3:21 Is the law then against the promises of God? Certainly not! For if there had been a law given which could have given life, truly righteousness would have been by the law. 
22 But the Scripture has confined all under sin, that the promise by faith in Jesus Christ might be given to those who believe. 

Romans 9:27 Isaiah also cries out concerning Israel: “Though the number of the children of Israel be as the sand of the sea, The remnant will be saved.  
The only answer!
Romans 9:30 What shall we say then? That Gentiles, who did not pursue righteousness, have attained to righteousness, even the righteousness of faith; 31 but Israel, pursuing the law of righteousness, has not attained to the law of righteousness. 32 Why? Because they did not seek it by faith, but as it were, 

by the works of the law. For they stumbled at that stumbling stone. 33 As it is written: “Behold, I lay in Zion a stumbling stone and rock of offense, And whoever believes on Him will not be put to shame.”
